REGISTRATION & ENROLLMENT
To enroll:

1.Create an account through the TexStar Customer Portal.

2.Complete the required Enrollment Packet.
3.Pay the Camp Registration Fee.
4.Select and pay for desired camp weeks.

A non-refundable $50 deposit per week is required to reserve a spot if tuition is not paid in full.

All required documentation must be completed prior to attendance.

Spots are limited.

Registration Fee is non-refundable.

CAMP HOURS

Monday—Friday

7:45 AM - 5:45 PM

Doors open at 7:45 AM.

Late pick-up fees apply after 5:45 PM:

$25 first minute + $1 per additional minute per child.

Repeated late pickups may result in dismissal from camp.

Priority Rate
Available when enrolled 7+ days before camp week.
Priority pricing closes automatically one week before each camp week.

Priority Weekly Rate (Full Week) | $270 per week
Priority Daily Rate | $63 per day

Standard Rate (If Space Allows)
Applies to enroliments made within 7 days of the camp week, pending availability.

Standard Rate | $280 per week | $67 per day

All payments must be made through the portal.
No refunds or make-up days due to limited space.

A non-refundable $50 deposit per week is required to reserve enrollment if tuition is not paid in full at
registration.

Remaining balances will be drafted the Monday one week prior to the scheduled camp week.

A valid debit or credit card must remain on file for automatic draft processing.

Children must remain home if they have:

Fever 100°F+

Vomiting/diarrhea

Contagious illness

Severe cough or rash

Three-Strike Policy:

Verbal warning + parent notified

Parent must pick up immediately

Dismissal without refund

Immediate dismissal may occur for violent or unsafe behavior.
